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Throughout the book, the Hubbacks use letters, journals, and other primary sources 
to bring the Austen brothers to life. They also provide context on the wider social 

and political issues of the time, including the impact of the wars on naval life 
and the attitudes towards sailors and their families. “Jane Austen’s Sailor Brothers” 

offers a fascinating glimpse into the lives of two important figures in Jane Austen’s world 
and sheds light on the naval world that inspired her writing.
